Objectives

The objective of the company is to promote any charitable purpose for the benefit of Carers
residing in Lanarkshire and in particular persons who by reasons of social isolation are in
need of practical or emotional support on a regular basis, including the relief of poverty,
distress and sickness and the education of the public in matters relating to social welfare.

Policy Statement

In preparing those financial statements, the Trustees are required to select suitable accounting
policies and apply them consistently; make adjustments and estimates that are reasonable and
prudent; prepare the financial statements on the going concern basis unless it is inappropriate
to presume that the charity will continue to operate.

Reserve Policy

Reserves may be held where the Trustees feel there is a need to do so to ensure the charity’s
financial well-being and continuation. The board considers the present level of reserves to be
adequate and represent costs that may have to be incurred.

Risk Assessment

The Trustees regularly review the major risks associated with the activities of the charity on a
regular basis and believe that maintaining reserves at current levels, combined with an annual
review of internal controls over key systems, will provide sufficient resources in the event of

adverse conditions. The trustees have also examined other operational business risks faced by
the charity and confirm that they have established systems to mitigate the significant risks.

Review of Financial Position

The inflow of resources for the year was £159,980 and has been transferred to the reserves. A
full detailed report of the activities of the Trust and how it has achieved its objectives are
available from the office.

The Board of Trustees is satisfied with the performance of the Trust during the year and
considers that the Trust is in a strong position to continue its activities during the coming year
and that the Trust’s assets are adequate to fulfil its obligations.

Statement of Directors’ Responsibilities

Company law requires the directors to prepare financial statements for each financial year
which give a true and fair view of the state of affairs of the company and of the income and
expenditure of the company for that period.

Fixed assets and depreciation
All tangible fixed assets if owned are stated at cost less depreciation.

Taxation

As aregistered charity, the company is exempt from income and corporation tax to the
extent that its income and gains are applicable to charitable purposes only. Value
Added Tax is not recoverable by the Trust and is, therefore, included in the relevant
costs in the Statement of Financial Activities.

Funds structure policy

The Trust maintains a general unrestricted fund, which represents funds that are
expendable at the discretion of the Trustees in furtherance of the objects of the
Charity. Such funds may be held in order to finance both working capital and capital
investment.

Expenditure on management and administration

Administration expenditure includes all expenditure not directly related to the
charitable activity or fundraising ventures. This included costs of renting and running
office premises, staff salaries for administrative staff and audit fees.
